3 tablespoons dry instant coffee 1 tablespoon hot water

125 grams butter 2 teaspoons vanilla essence
1 cup sifted SR flour 3/4 cup brown sugar firmly

packed
1/4 cup milk 1/4 cup sifted custard powder
HONEY ICING 1 teaspoon dry instant coffee

1 tablespoon hot water 1 teaspoon honey

1 teaspoon vanilla essence 1 cup sifted icing sugar, approximately
Grease a 20cm ring pan, line base with paper, grease paper. Dissolve coffee in
water, combine in large bowl with butter, essence, sugar, eggs, flour, custard
powder and milk. Beat on low speed in mixer until ingredients are combined,
increase speed to medium, beat for 3 minutes or until mixture is smooth and
changes colour. Spread mixture into pan. Bake in moderate oven for about 40
minutes. Stand 5 minutes, then turn onto a wire rack to cool. Spread cold cake
with icing. Honey icing: melt butter in saucepan, remove from heat, stir in
combined coffee and water, honey essence and half the icing sugar. Gradually
sit in enough remaining icing sugar to mix to a spreadable consistency.

I have made this cake and it is delicious. Pauline Lorenz
